As parents you are the first and most significant 
teachers of your children. Learning begins at 
home and children constantly look to their families for 
answers to their very important questions. All the basic 
principles you teach your child will provide them with the 
tools and confidence they require to have a good start at 
school. 
Simple tips to encourage your child to read  

By reading to them.  
Allow them read to you with picture story books at 

first.  
Encourage them to tell you stories about the pic-

tures they have drawn or painted.  
Cooking and following a recipe together.  
Writing a shopping list for the ingredients they need 

for the recipe.  
Allocate reading time each day with your child. 

Bedtime stories are great to settle them.  
Get your child to make a card for some -one special 

or that special celebration.  
Let your child see you reading different types of 

literature for example novels, newspapers, 
magazines and comics.  

Recite poetry and rhymes to your child.  
Identify to your child signs within the community
